It is with regret that I again refer to the loss of your
son, pilot Officer Leonard David Gosney, but you will wish to know of
a report received from our Missing Research and Enquiry Service.

Investigating Officers of this Service located the graves
of your son's crew in sandy gDound just outside the ~risoner of war
cemetery at Ludwigsfelde. Ludwigsfelde is +ocated 12 miles South south
West of Genshagen and l6t miles South of Berlin, Germany. The coffins
were found outside the actual cemetery on the eastern side and although
enquiries were made, the reason for burying them outside the cemetery
was not ascertained.

Exhumation was carried out resulting in the identification
of all members of the crew with the exception of Sergeant Lawrie and
Sergeant Morgan. the air g;unners in your son's crew. The crew have
since been re-interred in the Berlin (Heerstrasse) British Military
Cemetery in Berlin. Your son was laid to rest in Plot 8, Row G, Grave
No. 17.

This is a permanent British fulilitaryC~netery located in
Germany. and will be turned over to the Imperial War Graves Comrtission
(of "Which Canada is a member), who are responsible for the reverent and
perpetual care of the resting places of all our Fallen. The cemeteries
will be beautified by landscaping and the planting of shrubs and flowers,
and a headstone will be erected at each grave. Unhappily, there are
great numbers of these headstones to be erected and it vnll quite naturally
take considerable time. It is not necessary to write to fhe Imperial War
Graves Co~~ission, as you will be contacted by them before the stone is
prepared.
